As well, the President would use the Bulletin to publish the 

antlUal report and send special messages to members. 

Over the years, the content of the Bulletin has been enlarged and, in 

th 1 st several years, has featured substantive articles by members on topical 

i u ,such as nuclear weapons control and disarmament, humanitarian 

la r self-determination, human rights, extraterritoriality, and international 

tfad . law. In addition, the Bulletin has routinely honoured the accom­

H h ments of its members by way of a special tribute or by highlighting 

~. achievements. This was done in 1996, in particular, when the Bulletin 

highlighted the achievements of some of its more senior members. 

As a proof of the important expansion of the Bulletin, one need only 

amine the issue of May 1997 which totals 38 pages. It contains, in 

jcular, the following: the President's message, the report of the outgoing 

PI' · "dent, a "Brief Portrait of Max Cohen", two articles on the Helms­

Bur . n Act, and a 9-page article, in French, on the right of self-determination 

and he possible secession of Quebec.
