


expressed dissatisfaction with the existing logo, arguing that the design did 

not have a professional appearance. Since, it was satisfied, however, with 

the basic elements of the logo, it was decided to have a new logo but to 

retain the existing characteristics. T hroughout 1985 and 1986, various 

proposals by graphic artists were considered and, in the spring of 1987, a 

new logo was adopted by the Board. The new design is a stylized maple leaf 

with a sun-like circle in the middle and ten white lines drawn from the 

edge of the circle to the edges of the leaf. 

Comparing the two logos, it would seem that three of the four charac­

teristics of the old one are either lacking or missing: the global aspect of the 

organization's objectives, the legal nature of its interests, and it bilingual 

nature, when the name of the Council does not appear close to the logo. 

During the 1980's, discussions took place in the Executive about revising 

the logo. Alternative drafts were prepared on two different occasions, but 

the logo was not changed. 

In 1997, on the occasion of the twenty-fifth anniversary of its existence, 

the Council decided to adopt a new logo which attempts to incorporate the 
. four characteristics just mentioned. 
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This new logo emphasizes the dynamic aspect of those characteristics. 

First, the maple leaf appears in movement because of its angle. Second, the 

leaf is diagonally inclined toward the earth which is drawn in more subdued 

lines. The style of the lines representing the globe are meant to reflect the 

venations of the maple leaf and their suppleness contribute to the move­

ment of the leaf. Third, the leaf and the globe rest on the top portion of a

Jusqu'en 1987, on retrouvait la devise et Ie logo reproduits plus haut 

sur Ie papief a en-tete, de meme que sur les documents a caractere informatif 

et les autres publications du Conserl En 1984, certains membres du conseil 

d'administration ont exprime leur insatisfoction quant a l'apparence du logo 

qu'ils jugeaient ,eu professionnelle. Puisque les elements de base netaient pas en 

cause, on a retenu les quatre memes caracteristiques pour Ie design d'un nouveau 

logo. En 1985 et en 1986, plusieurs graphistes ont propose leur design, et c'est 

au printemps 1987 que Ie conseil d'administration a adopte Ie nouveau logo. 

Le design represente une feuille derable stylisee dont Ie centre ressemble a un 

solei! d 'ou partent dix lignes qui traversent la feuille. 

Apres comparaison des deux logos, il semblerait que trois des quatre carac­

ttristiques d'origine ne sont pas bien representees ou ne Ie sont pas du tout, 

c'est-a-dire les preoccupations internationales de I 'organisation, la nature 

juridique de ses interets et son bilinguisme, puisque Ie nom du Conseil n'est plus 

aussi pres du logo.

En 1997, a l'occasion du vingt-cinquieme anniversaire de son existence, 

Ie Consei! decida d'adopter un nouveau logo qui tente d'incorporer les quatre 

caracteristiques mentionees. 
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Ce nouveau logo met l 'accent sur la dynamique des quatre elements, On 

aperfoit, en premier lieu, fa feuille d'erable qui, a cause de son angle, appara£t 

en mouvement. En deuxieme lieu, la feuille cree une diagonale dirigeant l'oeil
