T HE Executive of the Council talked of establishing a research program 

immediately during its first year of existence and, in 1974, D ouglas 

J h ton prepared an extensive program, outlining a number of research 
pI . cts. In June 1977, the Council held a two-day seminar on Research 

Pti r ities at Carleton University, which was co-sponsored and hosted by 

Norman Paterson School of International Affairs. John Claydon, then 
r -sor at Q ueen's University, agreed to chair the Research Committee 

d 0 co-ordinate the research activities based on the program prepared by 

ou las Johnston. 
The purpose of the research program was to broaden the base of 

u neil-sponsored scholarship beyond th~ activities of the annual confer­
. n , and to provide in-depth studies on topical issues, which would 

rern in contributions of enduring value to the Canadian international law 

~ 1l'1l11unity. Unfortunately, monetary constraints kept the Research 

Pr ram from blossoming until well into the 1980's. Nevertheless, some 
n ch money was eventually found and four projects have been completed.
