visit to Foreign Affairs has now been replaced by a Forum for students on 
«Careers in International Law». In 1981, students were provided with 
accommodation on the campus of the University of Ottawa and the 
Council has subsidized students' travel expenses to attend the conference 
on a number of occasions. 

Wanting a feedback from its student members, the Council asked for 
a critique of its student activities at the annual conference. In 1979, Paul 
Fauteux and Norman Letalik evaluated student activities from francophone 
and anglo phone perspectives respectively. Mr. Fauteux noted that the con­
ference was under-attended by francophone students, but students were 
generally satisfied with the conference itself and the student programme. 
Mr. Letalik expressed a similar satisfaction, but felt that the information 
sessions with Justice and Foreign Affairs could have been better prepared. 
Student coordinators' reports for other years demonstrate that, on the 
whole, student special activities are much appreciated. 

In light of that feedback, the Council has endeavoured to increase the 
involvement of students in the proceedings of annual conferences. In 1997, 
three workshops were organized specially for students, two in English and 
one in French, with senior members acting as facilitators. The workshops, 
dealing with NGO's, multinationals and aboriginal peoples, were very ably 
led by Laurie Wiseberg, Nicole Lacasse and Craig Scott. Donat Pharand 
paid a visit to the three workshops and found a good attendance as well as 
a high degree of participation in all of them. In addition, at the closing 
session of the 1997 Conference, students from four universities (Toronto, 
Sherbrooke, Universite de Quebec a Montreal and Windsor) made a pre­
sentation of " Blue Prints and an Action Plan for the Future . Their pre­
sentation, which took place in the Parliament Buildings, were both 
thoughtful and imaginative. Our host Bill Graham, Chairman of the 
Committee on Foreign Affairs, spoke on behalf of the full attendance when 
he congratulated the students most warmly for the excellent performance.
